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ST. DIMITER’S CHURCH IN ARBANASSI

Abstract

CHAPTER ONE.

ST. DIMITER’S CHURCH - HISTORY,
ARCHITECTURE, DONORS

St. Dimiter’s Church is situated in the central part of the village of Arba-
nassi. In its current condition it is an east-west elongated solid stone structure
with a double-pitched roof. It is 25,70m x 10,80m in size. There are relatively
scarce written sources about the history of the church. The earliest evidence is
the donor inscription from 1621, placed on the western wall of the naos. The
liturgical books of the church contain numerous notes from 17* - 19" c.

So far the church has not been subject to an overall study in terms of
its construction history and architecture. It has only been included in the
general studies dealing with the religious monuments in Arbanassi. Most of
the present scholars believe that the church was constructed in 17" c.

The surviving church has a complex architectural design. The altar, the
naos and the narthex of the church proper, dedicated to St. Dimiter, were
structured one after another along the east-west axis. St. George’s Chapel is
situated to the north of it. The two cult spaces are connected with an L-shaped
gallery. The construction history of the church was revealed on the basis of
the archaeological investigations, the analysis of the architectural finds and
the stylistic peculiarities of the mural paintings. Initially a church dedicated
to St. George was built, which was situated on the place of the present day
chapel. It consisted of naos and narthex aligned along the east-west axis. It
was covered by a solid dome. Archaeological data suggest that the building
was constructed in the mid-16™ c. Specific stylistic features in the surviving
mural paintings support this dating. Heavenly Liturgy and six scenes from
the life of St. George were depicted in the surviving fragments. The church
existed in this condition up to the early decades of 17" c., when a large-scale
reconstruction was undertaken leading to the appearance of St. Dimiter’s
Church. South of the already existing church a new cult construction was
built. The south wall of St. Geroge’s Church was used as a northern wall of
the newly constructed St. Dimiter’s Church. The new church consisted of
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an altar, naos and narthex. The earlier St. George’s Church also underwent
considerable structural modifications. The wall partitioning the then naos
and narthex was eliminated. The northern wall was moved by about 0.70m
to the north. The previous entrance was blocked and a new one was made
about 0.70m to the north against the symmetry axis. A new narthex was con-
structed to the west of the church as long as the one in St. Dimiter’s Chruch.
During the third construction period the church underwent one more exten-
sion. The western wall of St. George’s narthex was eliminated. Its floor was
raised and leveled with the floor of the other sections of the church. A new
construction was appended to the west of St. Dimiter’s narthex. It was con-
nected to St. George’s narthex by an L-shaped gallery. The findings during
the archaeological investigation point out that the reconstruction must have
taken place at about the middle of 18% c.

During archaeological excavations carried out inside St. Dimiter’s
Church seven tombs, localized in various parts of the church, were local-
ized. The analysis of their locations inside the church, and the finds from the
tombs provide grounds to ascertain that the burials took place during the pe-
riod from 1621 to the end of 18" c. Diverse artifacts were found in the tombs,
predominantly related to the personality of the deceased - brocaded pieces
of clothing and accessories to it, gold and silver rings. They stand out with
their highly artistic craftsmanship. This is a sure indication that the deceased
belonged to the highest property and social strata of the population of the
settlement. The study of similar monuments in the Bulgarian lands from the
examined period provides solid grounds for such a conclusion, particularly
the ones found in Arbanassi. The analysis of the jewelry offers quite an accu-
rate illustration of the social distinctions. A good substantiation of this view
is found in the circumstance that two of the golden rings are actually signet
rings. The appearance of this highly individualized type of jewelry, is indica-
tive of an emergent stratum of well-to-do merchants and craftsmen. The his-
torical sources about the place point out that a good deal of the population
in Arbanassi was engaged in a large scale trading operations. The trade, the
financial and lending operations and speculations produced a social stratum
of significant wealth. During the period under examination social prestige
was gained not only by gathering personal wealth, but also by one’s commit-
ment to the Christian church. At that time it was the sole socially significant
terrain where the population of Christian faith could invest their creative
social energy. Donation was among the most important means to gain social
prestige. The religious centres applying a tested set of means inspired and en-
couraged religious charity and generosity. The Church granted to Christians
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who donate the title of “new” or “second” donors and the ensuing rights:
donor’s inscription, donor’s portrait, donor’s grave, donor’s commemoration,
etc. Indeed, all of the above highlights whose tombs were uncovered inside
St. Dimiter’s Church. The right to a tomb was granted to the most deserv-
ing donors to the church. Historical evidence and the surviving tombstones
indicate that apart from the ones already unearthed, there were other do-
nor’s tombs in the church. In 18" c. representatives of the families of the
well-known Arbanassian notables, Boletsa and Buledgu, were buried in the
church. In 19" c. the sister and the brother-in-law of the Tarnovian Bishop,
Neophit, were buried in the church.

CHAPTER TWO.
THE NECROPOLIS

There is a necropolis at St. Dimiter’s Church occupying the greater part
of the yard. There have been archaeological excavations in the church yard
for several seasons. The unearthed findings suggest that the developed of the
cemetery was planned. This can be detected by the type and positioning of
the localized burial monuments. In 27 out of all the 47 graves there were last-
ing marks in citu. It falls in several groups: horizontally placed tombstones,
vertically placed stones in the western part, a combination of horizontal and
vertical tombstones, crosses.

The deceased were buried in orthogonal pits with straight walls. The
burial equipment was aligned along the east-west axis, although there are
some insignificant deviations from it. The pits vary in size in line with the age
of the deceased person. There is evidence that a coffin was used for the burial
in 34 of the tombs. It was established during the investigation period that
the burials complied with the adopted cannon, according to which the dead
body should be laid on its back, the arms should be placed on the body, and
the legs should be straight. Once made in the necropolis, some of the tombs
were reused several times. Archaeological data indicate an altogether strict
observance of the Christian burial rites. The deviations from the canonical
practice were relatively few in number. The most common deviation has to
do with the purifying power of fire. The archaeologically registered situation
in some of the tombs can be referred to the performance of rites arising out
of the fear of the reincarnation of the dead. There is plenty of evidence that
burial rites were practiced in relation to the idea of death as transition, pass-
ing from one world into another. More often than not coins were placed in
the tomb to secure this transition, which can be seen as continuation of the
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antique Charon’s obol practice. Part of the unearthed tomb findings is di-
rectly related to the performed rituals. More specifically what is meant here
are the objects placed with the dead during the ordinary course of the burial,
i.e. the so called burial gifts. Ritual jars were placed in three of the tombs. Of
special interest are the lead plates uncovered in two tombs from 16" c. Apoc-
ryphal prayers were scribbled upon them. These are seen as a continuity link
with certain burial practices from the previous period.

Personal items of the dead prevail among the unearthed burial inven-
tory, namely gold, silver and bronze rings, one signet ring, several pairs of
silver ear-rings, buttons, gold and silver silk fabric. Judging by the situation
in which these were uncovered and the stylistic and technical specific fea-
tures of individual monuments it was established that they date to the mid-
16™ — late 18" c. The finds from the cemetery in the yard of St. Dimiter’s
Church have been compared with the outcomes from the archaeological
studies of the necropolises at The Church of the Nativityand at the church
of St. St. Archangels Michael and Gabriel in Arbanassi. No significant differ-
ences were found in terms of the organization of the necropolis, the type and
origin of the tombstones, the burial equipment and the practiced burial ritu-
als. The results from the study of the necropolis at St. Dimiter’s Church shed
additional light upon the issue of the ethnic characteristics of the population
inhabiting the settlement. According to scholarly research Greek, Bulgarian,
Albanian and Wallachian population of no clearly shaped national identity
lived in Arbanassi, however, all of them belonged to the Eastern Orthodox
Church. It has been ascertained that burial rituals are the slowest to change;
old traditions are adhered to regardless of the changing circumstances. In
the necropolis of St. Dimiter’s Church, similarly to the cemeteries studied
previously, no burial rituals of particular ethnic characteristics stand out. In
comparison with the distinctions and prevailing features of other mediae-
val necropolises, the ones in Arbanassi exhibit a marked internal uniform-
ity. This can be accounted by the significant role of the Orthodox Church.
Studies have revealed that it was one of the major driving forces in the life
of the settlement. This makes it possible for the church to impose upon the
population lifestyle standards and popular customs which are in accord with
the attitude and recommendations of the church. This fully applies to burial
practices, too.

The results of the study of the necropolis at St. Dimiter’s Church pro-
vide grounds to further detail certain aspects of the life in the settlement.
It was established that part of the found jewelry was produced at the gold-
smith’s workshops in Chiprovtsi and Vratsa. Another group of the jewelry
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was produced by goldsmiths in Arbanassi. Apart from the local production,
production from workshops located in Tarnovo was also on sale in Arba-
nassi. The type of the jewelry and the material they were made of point at
the social structure of the settlement and the high economic potential of the
local population. The remains of fabric and the clothing accessories found
in the necropolis at St. Dimiter’s Church give an idea of the garments the
women in the vicinity wore. The conclusion that has to be drawn is that they
were not different in any specific way from the ones worn by the remaining
population in Arbanassi during 17" — 18" c.

CHAPTER THREE

THE SIGNIFICANCE AND ROLE OF ST. DIMITER'S CHURCH
IN THE HISTORY OF ARBANASSI AND METROPOLIS
OF TARNOVO

The result of the complex study of St. Dimiter’s Church provide
grounds to highlight a number of issues relevant to the history of Arbanassi,
its territorial organization, the origin of the architectural composition of the
churches, the role of the Church in the life of the settlement.

In the mid-16" c. a church, having St. George as patron, was built in
Arbanasi. The archaeological finds unambiguously attest that this was an ab-
solutely new church; no traces of any earlier construction work whatsoever
have been identifed. This in itself goes counter to the existing legal practice in
the Ottoman Empire with regards to the construction of Christian churches.
This fact can be accounted by the specific origin of the settlement and its
status during the examined period. Initially Arbanassi was myulkov property
and later on it became a hereditary waqf of the Grand Vizier Roustem Pasha.
Taking advantage of his power he succeeded in securing a very favourable sta-
tus for Arbanassi declaring it a dervendjii settlement (guarding the mountain
pass). Research shows that there were newly constructed Christian churches
in a number of other settlements having the same status (Elena, Gabrovo,
Dryanovo, Tryavna, Tarnava). The population of these settlements had obli-
gations to safeguard the passes. In return they were granted the right to con-
struct cult buildings to meet their religious needs. This is why the completely
new St. George’s Church was constructed in Arbanassi in the mid-16™ c. It is
the first, the earliest Christian church built in the settlement. Its location and
dating, as well as the construction dates established for the other churches in
Arbanassi, make it possible to map the initial territory of the settlement. The
terrain where St. George’s Church was erected in the mid-16"™ c. was in the

periphery of the village during its earliest period of existence. This is substan-
tiated by the outcomes of the archaeological excavations, namely that there
was a necropolis on the same place before the church was built. Numerous
sources evidence that cemeteries during that period were situated either in
the periphery of the building or outside the territory of the settlement itself.
Upon the construction of the church, during the second half of 16" c., it grew
slowly but surely into an organizational centre of the intensively developing
settlement. From the point of view of territorial development the Church of
the Nativity had a similar role towards the end of the same century.

In the first decades of 17" c. St. George’s Church was appended, as a
chapel, to the structure of the newly built St. Dimiter’s Church. The surviving
donors’ inscription reveals that the mural paintings were completed in 1621.
The appearance of this cult building bears direct relevance to the history of
the Tarnovian diocese during the period. It was the first cathedral church in
Arbanassi after the settlement was assigned to be the second seat of the Tar-
novian bishops. There is a background preconditioning all of this.

After the demotion of the autocephalous Bulgarian Patriarchate to
the rank of a diocese subordinated to the Tsarigrad Patriarchate in the early
15" ¢, the complex around St. St. Peter and Paul’s Church became a metro-
politan bishop’s residence, and the church - a diocesan cathedra. Towards
the end of 16™ c. the Tarnovian metropolitan bishop Dionysus Rali and the
bishops subordinated to him were involved in the organisation and imple-
mentation of a large-scale anti-Ottoman rebellion in support of the mili-
tary activities of the Wallachian leader, Mihail the Brave. In the autumn of
1598 the rebellion under preparation took place spreading to a number of
focal points in Northern Bulgaria. Unfortunately the agreed international
assistance failed and thus brought to the defeat of the rebellion. The partici-
pation of Dionysus Rali in the preparation of a rebellion against the Otto-
man authorities did not escape the attention of the authorities and he was
forced to leave the cathedral city. All of this brought about a serious tension
in the relations between the Christian Church in the diocese of Tarnovo
and the official authorities. The religious aggressiveness close to the end of
16™ — the beginning of 17" c. of the Muslim community is a consequence
of the military failures against the infidels inhabiting the lands beyond the
boundaries of the Empire. A Sultan’s ferman of 27 December 1608 high-
lighted all of this in a unique way. It was issued in response to a request
to the Sublime Porte by the metropolitan bishop of Tarnovo, Gabriel. The
contents of the ferman make it clear that there was such a religious intoler-
ance in his diocese that he found it next to impossible to perform his reli-
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gious obligations and to exercise his rights properly. The atmosphere in the
diocesan seat of Tarnovo was no exception. This was a natural consequence
of the changing ethno-demographic situation during the period under
examination. From 17" c. onwards the Christian population was steadily
diminishing in number, while the number of the Muslim population was
growing. Therefore the diocese of Tarnovo made representations to set up
a second seat for the Primate of the high priest throne. Arbanassi, situated
close to the old capital city, was the natural choice. The village was granted
a special status, its inhabitants, all of whom were Christians, enjoyed tax
reliefs, it was economically prosperous, it had a well developed educational
system, etc.

Because Arbanassi was chosen as the place for the second diocesan
seat, it had to have a cathedral church. This is why the oldest cult building
in the village was reconstructed. The architectural idea to have the church
extended, at the beginning of 17" c., was actually to build a Double-Altar
church. This is why the old church was preserved, and a new cult building
was built next to it. The incorporation of St. George’s church into the vol-
ume of the new church does not mean that it’s role was limited to that of
a chapel. The positioning of the Holy Altar within it indicates that it was a
church proper where Divine Liturgy services could be held. After the con-
struction of the new cult building, dedicated to St. Dimiter, on the southern
side of the old building, the new overall building had two Holy Altars of
equal functions. The frescoes in the patron alcoves furnish eloquent proof
that the church was a Double-Altar church. The following can be seen in St.
Dimiter’s alcove: St. Dimiter and St. George standing facing the congregation
and above them Christ blessing with both hands from a Heavenly segment.
The following can be seen in the patron’s alcove situated above the entrance
to St. George’s church: St. Dimiter and St. George offering a model of the
church to Jesus Christ. The two saints were depicted also on a triptych-bead-
roll, from the first half of 18" c., belonging to the church. There are numerous
examples showing that diocesan and episcopal churches belonged to the so
called multi-altar architectural type. An instance in point is the Holy Mother
of God Church built for the needs of the Agatonian episcopate, whose seat
was transferred to the town of Pazardzhik in the second half of 18" c. The
metropolitan bishop’s church of the Assumption of the Holy Mother of God
in the town of Samokov has three altars. According to some sources prior to
19" c. the Episcopal Ascension Church in the town of Shumen was called
the Church of the Ascension and St. George and had two altar stones. The
analysis of evidence of various nature shows that the second seat of the dio-
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cese was established and the cathedral St. Dimiter’s Church was built on the
initiative of Bishop Gabriel (1608-1626).

From 30’ of 17" c. to the end of 18" c. the Church of the Nativity in
Arbanassi had cathedral functions. St. Dimiter’s Church was reinstated as
metropolitan church again in the mid-19™ c. This is attested in a document of
the Code of Tarnovo diocese dated June 1850. It reveals that the metropoli-
tan bishop of Tarnovo, Neophit, and the subordinated bishops gathered in St.
Dimiter’s Church in Arbanassi and elected a vicar bishop for the diocese. The
importance of the church during the time of metropolitan bishop Neophit
is substantiated by one more fact. His closest relatives were buried in the
narthex of the church - his sister Anna Kaludi and her husband, Constantin
Kaludi.

St. Dimiter’s Church played a significant role in the organisation of the
educational network in Arbanassi. There was a church school at St. Dimiter’s.
There is evidence that in 17" c. intense literary work was carried out in the
church. The religious books of St. Dimiter’s Church have numerous inscrip-
tions in the margins. These convey information about noteworthy historical,
economic and cultural events in the village.
